Tree Farm will be open beginning the first Saturday in May, May 1st – 8a.m. till noon.  Please see the flyer enclosed with this newsletter.  Alleys behind your property are also your responsibility to keep picked up.  No dumping or burning of garbage, leaves, weeds, or anything else is allowed. Take leaves and branches to the Tree Farm, household garbage should be bagged and put in polycarts, recyclables deposited in proper bins on Sunset, and for all other garbage please use your landfill pass which is the bottom portion of your Sewer and Garbage bill.


April 9th through 29th is the time you will be asked by natural gas suppliers to select your supplier for the next year.  Wyoming Community Gas is the only supplier to date that gives money back to communities annually for use in the community.  In previous years they have given funds toward the entrance signs to the town, the bulletin board on McMurry, and trees.  Anyone who selects Wyoming Community Gas as their supplier may bring your ballot to Town Hall for submission. You must select your billing rate method (fixed, index, etc.) and sign your ballot. 


We have been getting some complaints about barking dogs, specifically late in the evening.  Please be considerate of your neighbors and don’t allow your dog to be one of the problems.
