Plastic Recycling information: The bins on Sunset are labeled and as a reminder:  Water bottles, salad dressing bottles, soda bottles, hair gel bottles, and only those marked as #1 plastics in the bin for #1 Plastics. Water and milk jugs, detergent bottles, shampoo bottles, lotion bottles, aspirin bottles, and only those marked # 2 plastics in the bin for #2 Plastics. All plastic containers should have lids removed, be rinsed and flattened prior to placing them in the bins.
