MINUTES OF THE MEETING

TOWN COUNCIL

BAR NUNN, WYOMING
The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, March 2, 2010, 7:00 P.M., at 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Paula Stewart, Mayor Petty, Josh Brown, and Ken Butler. John Blase had surgery yesterday and is excused.

 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Next item on the agenda was the minutes of the February 16, 2010 Council Meeting.  Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. Josh seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Payable List for February, 2010 was next.  Paula made a motion, seconded by Josh to accept the Payable List for February, 2010.  Motion was unanimous.
Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda. Charlie reported Bill, Carol, Jack, Jerry, and he met to discuss the B&H Subdivision Agreement (Ponderosa Third Filing). He has made language changes, addressed the mailbox construction, including the provisions for cost divisions between Lisa (Burrridge) and Granite Peak. Charlie included language for holding 7.5% retainage to guarantee improvements in a timely manner; and $4000 retainer until the ‘As Builts’ are delivered as required. The rest of the agreement is the same as has been used in past projects.
Charlie is working on a ‘Dig Permit’. He reminded council of the stipulations regarding excavation that have been put in the recent franchise agreements and believes it is a good idea to continue with those requirements. The premise of the permit is to gain information from contractors working in the medians and easements.  The information needed (what, where, when) would be gathered if the excavating party were obligated to bring plans and information to the Town two weeks prior to the project and purchase a ‘Dig Permit’.  This would not take the place of locates.  Charlie will contact WAM to see what other entities do.

Charlie is preparing the notification letter regarding the landscaping issue.  He has the bid from Jack, to send with the letter. It was agreed by council that the job will be required to be started by June 1, 2010; completed by August 1, 2010.  If the landowner does not do the work, the Town will have it done and the landowner will be charged.
Engineers Report was next on the agenda. Jerry reported Mayana, WLC, should have rewrite done for Jack’s next meeting. 
Bill Johnston clarified that the new postal box location did not include curb and gutter.  There was discussion about post and cable, paving and striping, bollards as other means of separating the area from the driving lanes.  John Blase will be contacted regarding the discussion as he is heading the mailbox project.  Bill will follow up with Rich (Fairservis) regarding the cost of the project. Bill also reported Rocky Mountain Power has been contacted regarding placing lights at the new mailbox units.
Bill reported receiving the Bar Nunn Traffic Study – Final Report; which he distributed to Council. Charlie was given a copy to review the portions referring to MUTCD rules. 

The crack seal people have been contacted and paperwork has been sent for their completion. Crack sealing of up to $30,000 is planned to be completed by May 1st.
Fire Department Report was next on the agenda. Chuck Anderson, Fire Chief, reported a natural gas explosion damaged a house on Sunset this evening. The resident was taken to the hospital. The house is uninhabitable. Fire investigation is in progress.  Chuck then gave the Fire Department Report for February.
Chuck asked permission of the council to list the fire truck being replaced with Fire-Tech Vermont, who will handle the listing and sale for 10% of the sale price or $500 whichever is greater.  The truck would be available for sale October 1st. The truck will also be listed in the local newspaper referencing Fire-Tech Vermont as the contact for any local interest to satisfy requirements of the state about surplus property.
Zoning and Planning was next on the agenda. Jack reviewed the letter from Zoning to Mayor Petty regarding approval of Ponderosa Third Filing with modifications.  Letter also recommends changing some street designations to ‘street’ for east/west roads, and ‘drive’ for north/south roads in the Ponderosa Subdivisions (I, II, III), and any building continuing to the west and northwest. Paula made a motion, seconded by Ken to accept Zoning and Planning’s recommendations.  Motion was unanimous.

The second issue addressed in the letter asks for council to waive side and rear easements for Ponderosa Third Filing as there are no alleys and all utilities are located in the front.  Paula made a motion to grant the waiver, seconded by Ken.  Motion was unanimous.
Jack will notify the developer of council’s decisions. When the Subdivision Agreement is complete and developer has submitted the final plat, Zoning and Planning recommends Council accept Ponderosa Third Filing Subdivision.
Petitions and Public Comment was next on the agenda. Paula asked about street light maintenance as there are several out.  Jack reported Chuck had driven the streets early for three mornings and has a list within town of the lights that are not working, He has contacted Rocky Mountain Power and they will address as their schedule allows.
Council Miscellaneous was next on the agenda. 

Business Licenses for Butler Enterprises – Ken Butler, and Busy Bear Child Care were first items for consideration.  Paula made a motion seconded by Josh to accept the Business Licenses for 2010. Paula and Josh voted aye and Ken abstained from voting. Motion carried.
Brad Miskimins was unable to attend the meeting regarding the letter and application for Westside Fire Hall. Dave Baker, County Fire, was to attend instead but is doing the fire investigation on Sunset.  Mayor said he and Carol will send a response.
Carol spoke with Lane Luckow regarding the ball field. He will not have a team this year.  He was reminded there is money from Wyoming Community Gas still in place for the batting cage. Lane indicated he will be bringing the scoreboard controller to the town next week, and would be happy to discuss the batting cage and a schedule to get it done.

There will be a meeting with Barry Venn and Wardwell tomorrow morning, March 3, 7:30 a.m., to discuss having surety in place for upcoming development projects in Bar Nunn.

There are roving deputies on duty while John is out on medical leave.  


Josh will be attending board training for MPO Policy Committee tomorrow. 


Chuck Anderson stated in light of the explosion this evening there could be a time when greater steps would have to be taken to secure a damaged property and there could be an initial cost to the town prior to insurance company intervention.  Costs would probably be regained at that time, but there could be some out of pocket costs involved with securing an unsafe structure.  

There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Paula made a motion to adjourn. Ken seconded and motion carried.
