MINUTES OF THE MEETING

TOWN COUNCIL

BAR NUNN, WYOMING
The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, April 6, 2010, 7:00 P.M., at 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Paula Stewart, John Blase, Mayor Petty, Josh Brown, and Ken Butler. 
 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Next item on the agenda was the minutes of the March 16, 2010 Council Meeting.  Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. Ken seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Payable List for March, 2010 was next.  Paula made a motion, seconded by John to accept the Payable List for March, 2010.  Motion was unanimous.

Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda. Charlie reported there is some movement with the Kaper issue. There are still some details to resolve.  

Charlie also reported he and Bill negotiated the Ponderosa (III) Subdivision Agreement. It will be before council for execution this evening.

Engineering Report was next on the agenda.  Bill reported one day of crack sealing was completed before weather set in. It will be completed later. There appears to be enough material left to do the entire project outlined - Antelope to Salt Creek, West side of Antelope, and Bel Vista.  He reported Chuck is pleased with the project and it was a good price.

Bill reported Mayor Petty talked to Casper about striping of streets. Bill, Chuck and Kevin Knopik met and reached a tentative agreement to have Chuck and Dallas layout the streets for striping and Kevin will supply the crew to do the striping.  The cost will be $7200.   There will be some bike/walking designations on some streets.  Bill and Kevin talked today and the current plan is to stripe April 27, 28, 29. Bill will check with Chuck to see if that schedule works for him.

MPO  has asked for approval for obtaining a GIS (Global Information System) software package.  They can get a very good deal on a package which includes Casper, Evansville, Mills, and Bar Nunn. Bill voted in favor of and will get more information about additional license users and possibility of having it available in the office. 


Fire Department Report was next on the agenda.  Chuck Anderson, Fire Chief, gave the report for March, as written. Chuck stated concern regarding the house where the gas explosion had occurred. He urged Council to proceed with efforts to see the structure is secured and torn down soon.


Jack Kutcher, Zoning and Planning Chairman, gave his report for March, as written. Charlie added he additionally would like to report Kapers' have asked for certain modifications be done to town ordinances in order to relax requirements of Site Development Plans. They also believed they were entitled to an appeal to Town Council.  There is no such appeal process in place.  Charlie stated if Council wishes, he would invite Kapers to attend a meeting to discuss their grievances.  The Council did not wish to afford an audience to the Kapers.  Charlie will inform them in writing of the Council's decision, and to inform them they are to follow the requirements within the site plan, or the Town will see the requirements are met and charges assessed accordingly.

Jack reported Dan Sabrosky has expressed interest in rejoining Zoning and Planning. Paula made a motion, seconded by John to appoint Dan to the Zoning and Planning Committee.  Motion was unanimous.


Jack reported Zoning and Planning has approved the Final Plat for Ponderosa Third Filing.  All modifications asked for have been complied with and Zoning recommends Council accept the Final Plat.


Jack introduced Mayana Anderson, Senior Planner with WLC, to present and briefly discuss the process of the rewriting of the Zoning Ordinances and Street Design Standards recently submitted to Mayor and Council for review prior to being submitted in Ordinance form. There was some discussion about the changes. Additional editing should be done, and comments submitted in writing to Mayana or Carol by Friday, April 16. This will allow time for changes to be incorporated and the ordinance be on the agenda for first reading at the April 20th meeting.

Ken asked if there was any other information available regarding the mailboxes and the new subdivisions.  Neither Jack nor Bill have heard anything. Ken said he has heard the proposal for the mailbox construction site is not moving forward at this time.  Following a brief discussion it was determined the Town has done more than enough by donating the land, fill dirt, lighting, and the engineering.  The negotiation of an agreement is between the developers; and the final determination of mailbox placement will ultimately be with the post office.

Next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing for the consideration/approval of the Ponderosa at Bar Nunn Third Filing Subdivision.  Paula made a motion seconded by Ken to adjourn to Public Hearing.  Motion was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned.


Ken made a motion, seconded by Paula to open the Public Hearing for the purpose of consideration/approval of the Ponderosa at Bar Nunn Third Filing Subdivision.  Motion was unanimous, and Mayor Petty declared Public Hearing open.  He asked if there was anyone present to speak in favor of the subdivision---there was no one.  He asked if there was anyone present to speak against the subdivision---there was no one.

Paula made a motion to close the hearing seconded by John. Motion was unanimous. Hearing closed.


Paula made a motion, seconded by John, to reconvene the Council meeting.  Mayor and all Council members present.


Resolution #2010-06 "A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE FINAL PLAT OF THE PONDEROSA AT BAR NUNN THIRD FILING" was next on the agenda.  Ken made a motion to adopt the resolution.  Paula seconded and motion was unanimous.  Resolution adopted.  When all parties involved sign the mylar of the Plat, it and the Subdivision Agreement will be recorded at the County.

There were no petitions nor public comment.


Council Miscellaneous was next on the agenda.  Mayor Petty scheduled Budget Work Sessions following Council Meetings beginning with the April 20th meeting.  He also scheduled tentative meetings for Tuesday May 11th and May 25th if needed. Mayor Petty reminded all present to get budget information in and to keep in mind income will be approximately $300,000 less this next year, so budget accordingly.

The consignment agreement has been signed to sell the fire truck.
There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Paula made a motion to adjourn. John seconded and motion carried.
