MINUTES OF THE MEETING

TOWN COUNCIL

BAR NUNN, WYOMING
The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, July 6, 2010, 7:00 P.M., at 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Paula Stewart, John Blase, Mayor Petty, and Ken Butler.  Josh Brown is on vacation and was excused. 
 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

First item of business on the agenda was the minutes of the June 15, 2010 Council Meeting.  Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. John seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Payable List for June, 2010 was next on the agenda.  Paula made a motion, seconded by John to accept the Payable List for June, 2010.  Motion was unanimous.

Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda.  Charlie is on vacation.

Engineering Report was next on the agenda.  Bill reported MPO is tentatively scheduling a one day conference for July 28, 2010. Purpose of the function is to educate local government, committees, and staff on the different aspects of development. There will be guest speakers and training opportunities. Bill encouraged everyone to attend and will provide more information as it becomes available.


Matt (Williams) said the infrastructure for Ponderosa III should be complete by the end of July or early August.


The Bar Nunn Industrial Center (BNIC) has gone to bid.  Tentative construction is early August. Vista Hills drainage has to be approved yet as it affects this project. The scope of the project is to extend Tonkawa, part of Westwinds Road; and construction of  sanitary sewer, and lift station. 

Fire Department Report was next on the agenda.  Chuck Anderson gave the report for June as attached. Chuck asked if anyone had any questions. There were none.

Zoning and Planning Report was next on the agenda.  Kim Kihle gave the Zoning Report as attached. There were no questions for Kim.


Next on the agenda was consideration of the Preliminary Plat for a portion of Capshaw Addition to be replatted as "Vista Hills Subdivision".  Dan Guertman, Granite Peak, was present and presented the plat.  He explained they are still working on the drainage, still need DEQ approval, and only two streets will be developed at this time, but they are seeking approval for the entire plat. Paula made a motion, seconded by Ken to approve the Preliminary Plat for Vista Hills contingent on the drainage approval and DEQ approval. Motion was unanimous. 

Petitions and Public comment was next on the agenda.  Beth Kienzle, Chatters Lounge was present, and asked for a one day outdoor permit for their annual outdoor party at the bar.  There would be liquor on the premises, but not off of the property.  Ken made a motion, seconded by John to allow the one day outdoor permit.

Council Miscellaneous was next on the agenda.

Wyoming Community Gas distribution for this year is $1386.70. After discussion it was decided to use the money to repair and refurbish the tennis court.  It was also decided the other two courts need to be repaired and asphalted to allow use as basketball courts.  Bill was asked to get information on costs for the repairs for both projects. Ken made a motion seconded by Paula to use the Wyoming Community Gas money to resurface and refurbish the usable tennis court. Motion was unanimous.


Bresnan Communications has sold to Cablevision Systems Corp. We have received the application to agree to the transfer of the cable system and franchise agreement. Charlie will be asked to determine if everything is in order. The information is contained in a large notebook which is available in the office for review.  It is too large to make copies for everyone, when they will be disposed of when the review is finished anyway.


Chuck is on vacation. Jack will be going on vacation. Dallas is covering all maintenance duties. We also still have our temp who is doing a good job for us.

Paula asked about mosquito spraying. They (County) have sprayed a couple of times already.  Jerry asked Carol to call to see if anything is being done to treat standing water.


Ken asked about the Ritchie Bros. trailer and the equipment off of McMurry.  The Mayor said everything should be gone by the end of the month.

There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Paula made a motion to adjourn. Ken seconded and motion carried.
