MINUTES OF THE MEETING

TOWN COUNCIL

BAR NUNN, WYOMING
The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, August 3, 2010, 7:00 P.M., at 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Paula Stewart, John Blase, Mayor Petty, and Ken Butler.  Josh Brown was excused. 
 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

First item of business on the agenda was the minutes of the July 20, 2010 Council Meeting.  Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. John seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Payable List for July, 2010 was next on the agenda.  Paula made a motion, seconded by John to accept the Payable List for July, 2010.  Motion was unanimous.

Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda.  Charlie was present and stated he would like Bill to comment on projects they have been working on.

Charlie  reported having attended a meeting with Mayor Petty and Cablevision, the new purchasers of Bresnan. They were enthusiastic and interested in interests of the town.  Prices may increase, but not right away. It was indicated there would be an increase in available channels.  The manuals provided, including franchise information, are available at Town Hall for council review. Charlie will continue reviewing and give his final thoughts and recommendations when complete. (Resolution proposed by Bresnan will be considered at that time.)

Engineering Report was next on the agenda.  Bill reported on crosswalk discussion on Antelope from last meeting. He has contacted Joe Henderson and Joe has asked for a map of the proposed placement. Chuck Johnson has picked out a couple of places: The area at the crossover of the median South of Palomino; and at the end of Arena. There was discussion about going ahead and doing the work versus the expense of involving Joe. Ken suggested going ahead. Bill said it may be advantageous to involve Joe as he knows MUTCD regulations and could identify any problems.  Chuck Johnson indicated the costs for signs are about $300 each without lighting, posts, or brackets. No definite decision was made at this time regarding illumination.


Walk through for Ponderosa with Matt (WLC) is Tuesday (Bill to verify date). The dry utilities will be in so any concern regarding walk through prior to installation is a moot point.


The Smart Growth Conference was interesting.  Paula and Mayana attended as well.  Promotion of mobility for pedestrians and bicycle traffic was being emphasized and Bill asked how promoting narrower streets is good for that?  Casper was unable to answer the question. Overall it was a good conference.  Paula thought it was interesting, especially the advocating of 'village' type settings and the encouragement of walking and bicycling, particularly the advantages of physical exercise.  Mayana also thought the conference very inspirational and informative especially the idea of zoning and land use being compatible, without matching exactly.  Bill suggested another conference held in the evening would be better attended by council and zoning members.

Shane (WLC)  was in attendance, as Bar Nunn's representative, of the Bar Nunn Industrial Center (BNIC) Project.  BNIC is funded through a (Wyoming Business Council) Business Ready Grant.  Shane reported the process has been slow, but progressing.  WLC is doing the design, representing the Town, working with the Developer.  The majority of the project is designed and approximately 75%  of the project had been bid and awarded to Knife River for construction.  This part of construction consists of Tonkawa Trail Extension, and parts for the water and sewer system. Dirt work should begin yet this week. The second and last phase of the project will be Westwinds Road, the East/West road at the Northern most part of the project. It will be advertised for bid beginning Sunday (8-8-10).  This part of the project was delayed, as there are constraints within the granting process that once Westwinds is constructed the committed business has 18 months to be in operation. The project is now aggressively moving forward; and the entire project is anticipated to be substantially completed by the middle or end of November, 2010. Cretex has purchased the committed business, Concrete Products of Wyoming, and is anxious to proceed.

Shane reported the quarterly reporting process to Wyoming Business Council is going well.  The drawdown for grant money has been used for engineering fees only so far, and will now increase significantly with construction beginning. 


One of the hang-ups of the project has been drainage.  The Vista Hill Subdivision being proposed concurrently with this project has created major concern regarding drainage.  WLC is now completing a Drainage Study, working with Bill, for the entire area.  The proposal is for a pond between the Industrial Center and Vista Hills Subdivision to detain water. This will allow a 24" pipe for drainage to be installed and will divert the drainage runoff  to the East, under Salt Creek Highway, under I-25 toward Soda Lake, and not into the new subdivision. 


Bill asked Chuck Johnson to report on the 'coupon' which had been unaccounted for during the  'hot tap' done by Wardwell Water.  Chuck reported the coupon was found today, still attached at the tap site.  It has been removed, pipe sanitized, and water service restored..

Bill reported on the 'wall' to be constructed between Ponderosa III and Ponderosa II. This will cause drainage to flow laterally along the upper portion of the wall across the lots instead of through them.  Final determination of easement necessities are to be worked out between Charlie and Keith (B&H Development).
 
Zoning and Planning Report was next on the agenda.  Jack gave the report for July as attached.  Jack added  the Final Plat for Vista Hills had been tabled due to the Town Engineer and the Zoning and Planning Committee having issues with drainage. When Bill is satisfied with the Drainage Study, the Committee will approve the Plat.  If concerns are resolved quickly, Zoning and Planning will hold a special meeting to expedite the process.

Petitions and Public comment was next on the agenda.  Mayana Anderson, WLC, was present and asked to clarify Land Use Mapping proposal. MPO is doing area wide land use planning and have created a 'colored pencil' map denoting Land Use and Zoning. They want the balance of the County communities to emulate their categories. Mayana explained her (WLC) proposal is to coordinate Bar Nunn's zoning and land use to what MPO wants. This process would take 5 to 10 hours. For additional time and fees WLC could take Bar Nunn entirely through the Comprehensive Plan Process. This procedure is proving helpful for Evansville and Mills already.  John made a motion, seconded by Paula to approve 5 to 10 hours for WLC to do the MPO Land Use comparison.  Motion was unanimous.


Randy Dirks, Antelope Drive resident, asked for update on crosswalks, and playground equipment inquiries from last meeting. Jerry stated any playground equipment purchases would need to be considered for next fiscal year. No money was budgeted for this year. There will be work done on the existing equipment, and any broken equipment will be removed. Crosswalks and signs are being contemplated, lighting may or may not be included at this time.  Mr. Dirks' concerns about the playground equipment were mostly the current equipment's design not being compatible for his, and his neighbors, small children. 

Council Miscellaneous was next on the agenda. A proposal from Black Mountain Software to replace our current software was distributed for review.  We are having more problems more frequently, and the current software is not compatible with our upgraded computers.  Cougar has a new version, but there are questions about the Payroll Module being totally workable, (this from conversations with sales and support personnel).  In addition to online training, Black Mountain provides online assistance as each accounting application is used for the first time. Charlie would like to review the contract agreement.  Ken made a motion to allow payment of $20,605, upon Carol and Carisa's satisfaction with the demonstrated product, and Charlie's favorable review of contract information, to purchase Black Mountain Software. John seconded and motion was unanimous.

John asked about review and consideration of changing the speed limit on some of the residential streets in town, specifically in the McMurry Subdivision.  John stated, from a safety point of view, the speed limit for Sioux, Omaha, Absaroka, Mandan, Nez Perce, and Tonkawa Trails; and Antelope Drive North of McMurry Boulevard, do not warrant speeds in excess of 20 miles per hour. It was also discussed that the streets in the new Ponderosa Subdivisions (I,II, & III) should probably be posted 20 as well, when building is complete. John will put together a list of streets to be reviewed within Bar Nunn.  Another suggestion  was to post the entrances to Town - 'all streets 20 miles per hour unless otherwise posted'. There was further discussion regarding signage costs, notification of changes, and enforcement.  No decision was made at this time pending further review of information discussed.
There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Paula made a motion to adjourn. Ken seconded and motion carried.
