The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, December 20, 2011, 7:00 P.M., at 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty. 
The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Paula Stewart, John Blase, Mayor Petty, Josh Brown, and Bobby Martin. 
Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Next item on the agenda was the minutes of the December 6, 2011 Council Meeting. Paula made a motion seconded by John, to accept the minutes.  Motion was unanimous.
Financial Reports for November, 2011 was next.  John made a motion, seconded by Paula to accept the financials for November, 2011.  Motion was unanimous.
Attorney's Report was next on the agenda. There was no attorney and no report.
Engineers Report was next on the agenda.  Bill Johnston reported he met with Mayor Petty and Barry Venn of 609 Consulting.  The Wardwell Industrial Sewer and Wardwell Industrial Avenue Street Projects are going to be combined under one contractor.  Bill will design the sewer and give information to Barry who is going to do the bid package.
Petitions and Public Comment was next on the agenda. Chuck Johnson gave pictures of the proposed truck to Mayor and Council.  He supplied copies of the warranties, also reporting the truck will have a Detroit Diesel engine with extended dealer warranty.   The cab and chassis will be delivered to Cheyenne by June 29, 2012.

The new maintenance man is scheduled to start January 3, 2012.
Council Miscellaneous was next on the agenda.  The playground equipment issue was motioned by John to be left on the table until the January 3, 2012 meeting.  Paula seconded and motion was unanimous.

The Metro Joint Powers Agreement previously distributed, will be discussed at the January 3, 2012 meeting, upon review by Charlie. Mayor and Council are in receipt of a letter from Rick Sulzen, METRO, explaining the billing procedures.

Mountain West has some telephone issues to clear at the Fire Department to be totally up and running.

A check has been received for the 2010 lost Fire Department radio.  The radio stolen from a volunteer’s personal vehicle is to have been reported and claim recovery to be through the volunteer’s personal insurance.

Chuck Johnson is to find out ownership and repair responsibility for the sign at McMurry and Salt Creek needing straightened.

There being no further business to come before the council at this time, John made a motion to adjourn.  Paula seconded and motion was unanimous.
