MINUTES OF THE MEETING

TOWN COUNCIL

BAR NUNN, WYOMING
The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, May 4, 2010, 7:00 P.M., at 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Josh Brown, Mayor Petty, Paula Stewart, and Ken Butler. John Blase was absent. 
 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

First item of business on the agenda was the minutes of the April  20, 2010 Council Meeting.  Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. Josh seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Payable List for April, 2010 was next on the agenda.  Paula made a motion, seconded by Ken to accept the Payable List for April, 2010.  Motion was unanimous.

Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda. Charlie stated he had nothing to report but would answer any questions.  There were none.

Engineering Report was next on the agenda.  Bill reported the rough cost to extend approximately 140 feet of McMurry Blvd to connect with Turpin would be approximately $44,000.

Matt, WLC has submitted a proposal for doing the soils and compaction testing, on the Prairie Lane Project (in front of Chatters) of $2835. Ken made a motion seconded by Paula to accept the proposal.  Motion was unanimous. Matt will prepare the paperwork for the Mayor's signature.

Bill has requested a bid from Steve Sterling to do the necessary work to 'pothole' utilities and knock a hole in the existing manhole to accommodate pipe placement for drainage (final work using the balance of the grant for the Prairie Lane-Trails End Drainage Project done last summer).


Bill reported receiving an e-mail from Mayana, WLC, regarding any projects to be included on a Hazard Mitigation List, for which she will be applying for grant funding.

MPO is requesting RFP's (Request for Proposal) for obtaining an engineer to conduct the traffic studies previously discussed  regarding Bar Nunn Intersections at Salt Creek and related changes.  The second part of the project is for designation of proposed streets. MPO is paying for the engineer and Bill is hopeful they will pay for the traffic study too.


The traffic study will include geometry of Antelope, existing conditions, accident data, and future traffic patterns. Bill posed several traffic pattern changes for  consideration.


Fire Department Report, next council meeting.

Zoning and Planning was next on the agenda (report attached).  Jack Kutcher reported at the last meeting there was 'standing room' only during the Rezone Public Hearing for a portion of the Capshaw Addition.  Jack said the concerns of the  attendees were not the rezoning, but conditions of the current subdivision and wanting them rectified. Jack said Zoning and Planning recommends approval of the rezone request.


Jack also reported the request for subdividing Lot C-10S is agreeable to Zoning and Planning and they recommend approval of that request.


Jack would also request the Mayor and Council update the Growth Plan (Community Development Plan) to reflect the zoning change. 



At this time, Mayor Petty said the Chair would entertain a motion to adjourn the council meeting and go to a Public Hearing for the consideration/approval of the "Rezone for a Portion of the Capshaw Addition".  Ken so moved, seconded by Paula. Motion was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned.


Paula made a motion, seconded by Josh to open the Public Hearing for  consideration/approval of the "Rezone for a Portion of the Capshaw Addition". Motion was unanimous, and Mayor Petty declared the Public Hearing open.

Mayor Petty asked  if there was anyone present to speak in favor of the rezone.  Dan Guertman, 3541 E. 19th Street, Casper was recognized.  Dan acknowledged there were questions generated during the Zoning and Planning Meeting. He felt questions were answered and felt a lot of people did not understand they are actually 'down-zoning'/reducing the density and not increasing it. Dan wished to speak for the rezone to accommodate more single family housing, not apartment buildings. 

Mayor Petty asked if there was anyone present to speak in opposition to the rezone---there was no one.

Paula made a motion to close the hearing, seconded by Ken. Motion was unanimous. Hearing closed.


Paula made a motion, seconded by Ken, to reconvene the Council meeting.  Mayor directed the Clerk to take the roll. Paula, Mayor Petty, Josh, and Ken were present.  John was absent.

Next on the agenda was Resolution #2010-07, “ A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE REZONE OF A PORTION OF THE CAPSHAW ADDITION FROM:  R-2 ONE UNIT RESIDENTIAL, R-3 ONE TO TWO UNIT RESIDENTIAL, AND R-4 HIGH DENSITY RESIDENTIAL; TO:  R-3 ONE TO TWO UNIT RESIDENTIAL, AND R-4 HIGH DENSITY RESIDENTIAL ”. Paula moved to adopt the resolution, Ken seconded and motion was unanimous.


Mayor Petty said the Chair would entertain a motion  to close the Council Meeting and go to a Public Hearing for the consideration/approval of a subdivision and site plan for Lot C-10 S.  Ken so moved, seconded by Paula.  Motion was unanimous, meeting closed.


Paula made a motion, seconded by Josh to open the Public Hearing for  consideration/approval of the subdivision and site plan for Lot C-10S. Motion was unanimous, and Mayor Petty declared the Public Hearing open.

 
Mayor Petty asked  if there was anyone present to speak in favor of the subdivision/site plan for Lot C-10. Shelly Ware, owner spoke in favor of the subdivision.


Mayor Petty asked if anyone was present to speak in opposition of the subdivision and site plan.  There was no one.


Paula made a motion, seconded by Josh to close the Public Hearing.  Motion was unanimous. Hearing closed.


Paula made a motion to open the Council Meeting, seconded by Ken.  Motion was unanimous.  Clerk was directed to take roll. Ken, Paula, Josh, and Mayor Petty were present.  John was absent.


Next on the agenda was Resolution 2010-08 "A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE REPLAT AND SITE PLAN FOR LOT C-10S." Paula made a motion to accept the Resolution, seconded by Ken.  Motion was unanimous.


John Blase joined the meeting.  He was late due to medical appointments.

The next item on the agenda was Second reading of Ordinance # 2010-01 "AN ORDINANCE REPEALING IN ITS ENTIRETY, TITLE 8, ZONING REGULATIONS; AND REPLACING WITH  THE BAR NUNN ZONING CODE- TITLE 8".  Ken made a motion to accept on second reading.  Paula seconded and motion was unanimous.

Next on the agenda was Second reading of Ordinance #2010-02 "AN ORDINANCE REPEALING IN ITS ENTIRETY, TITLE 9, SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS; AND REPLACING WITH  THE BAR NUNN SUBDIVISION CODE- TITLE 9".  Paula made a motion, seconded by Ken to accept on second reading.  Motion was unanimous.

Petitions and Public comment was next on the agenda.  Jack asked Council to acknowledge the request to update the growth plan to reflect the rezone (zoning map) of  a portion of Capshaw. Ken so moved, seconded by Paula.  Motion was unanimous.  The Zoning Map in the Community Development Plan will be updated.

Mayor Petty reported having been to Cheyenne to accept the State Forestry Annual Award in recognition of Bar Nunn's Arbor Day Program. The award was presented by Governor Fruedenthal.  Jack (Kutcher), Joyce and Wendell (Tekell), and Connie (Petty) and Kristi (Watson) also attended.  Romie Nunn's daughter was also there.

Council Miscellaneous was next on the agenda.  


There will be a Budget Work Session following the Council Meeting.


There was discussion regarding damage to post and cable that needs repair.

John said there is a sign down at the corner of Nez Perce and Sioux Trail.
There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Paula made a motion to adjourn. Josh seconded and motion carried.
