                      

MINUTES OF THE MEETING
TOWN COUNCIL
BAR NUNN, WYOMING

The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, March 16, 2010, 7:00 P.M., 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Ken Butler, Mayor Petty, Josh Brown, John Blase, and Paula Stewart. 

 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Next item on the agenda was the minutes of the March 2, 2010 Council Meeting. Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. Josh seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Financial Reports for February, 2010 were next on the agenda. Paula made a motion to accept the Financial Reports.  Ken seconded and motion was unanimous.

Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda.  We had no attorney, no report.

	Engineer’s Report was next on the agenda. Mayor Petty read the written report submitted by WLC, regarding continued work on the rewriting of Zoning Ordinances, and the projected submission to council at the next meeting.
	Bill reported Joe Henderson (Sustainable Traffic Solutions) had contacted him regarding whether he and Council were satisfied with the final findings represented in the Bar Nunn Traffic Report Study. Mayor and Council feel the project is complete and beneficial to the town from the standpoint of expansion and growth development. The project was paid for by MPO.
	Bill reported he has not heard from the crack seal contractor (Highway Improvement, Inc.). He will try to call them tomorrow.

Parks and Recreation had no report. Marianne is attending the Wardwell Water Meeting (as a board member).

	Petitions and public comments were next on the agenda.
	Jerry reported the resolution to designate “street” and “drive” will be done after the 2010 Census is complete, so as not to interfere with official documents already sent to them.
	In a meeting March 3rd with Wardwell and Bar Nunn a discussion was held for determining surety procedures for upcoming subdivision developments.
	In another meeting, with developers from B&H, and attended by members of Granite Peak and Neil McMurry, surety regarding upcoming subdivisions was again discussed. 
	There should be a final plat and subdivision agreement for council by next council meeting. There has been discussion about a platted easement Wardwell would like to be an alley. Jack will talk to Larry after Wardwell’s meeting. There are no anticipated changes at this time.
	There is a subdivision anticipated for McMurry, but it will not be considered until the property has been rezoned.
	Bill reminded Mayor and Council of decision to discuss mailbox project with John.  The open area discussed last time will be left open and surrounded by post and cable, as currently used for the medians. 
	A letter has been sent to Lynne Boomgaarden, Director SLIB, saying the Town of Bar Nunn has no objection to the County submitting an application for the West Side Fire Hall.
	Josh reported he had attended a Board Training, and a Comprehensive Plan Meeting to finalize questions for the 2020 Vision public input; as part of his representing Bar Nunn through MPO.
	Josh asked about the status of the ball field and discussion from last meeting.  Ken has spoken to Lane Luckow, who said there will not be a team in Bar Nunn this year, due to conditions beyond his control with the return of Legion Baseball and with changes within the youth baseball program. The batting cage is not a feasible addition to the ball field since there are no organized teams.  Carol will check with Stephanie (Wyoming Community Gas) to see if the grant from them can be utilized elsewhere for public benefit.
	Josh will not be here for the July 6th Council Meeting due to vacation.
	Jerry said budgeting is starting and next meeting he will schedule work sessions as he deems necessary to work on budget. There will be less money to work with this year and encouraged all to trim their budgets.
	Ken asked if there had been any conclusion about the bollards in the alley on Prairie. The Mayor talked to Charlie, and Charlie indicated no letter will be written. Chuck (Johnson) was going to talk to the individual on Prairie, and Jerry feels the matter is settled.
	Paula suggested the Wyoming Community Gas money go toward the lighting for the new mailbox complex to be installed on McMurry.  The bulletin board (paid for by Wyoming Community Gas money) will be moved from its present location to the new location as well.  Jack said Rocky Mountain Power is to be out on Thursday to discuss lighting and more details will be available after that.

There was no Council Miscellaneous as all items were covered during Petitions and Public Comment.	



There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Paula made a motion to adjourn. Josh seconded and motion carried.
