MINUTES OF THE MEETING

TOWN COUNCIL

BAR NUNN, WYOMING
The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, April 20, 2010, 7:00 P.M., 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Ken Butler, Paula Stewart, Josh Brown, John Blase, and Mayor Petty. 
 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Next item on the agenda was the minutes of the April 6, 2010 Council Meeting. Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. John seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Financial Reports for March, 2010 were next on the agenda. Paula made a motion to accept the Financial Reports.  Josh seconded and motion was unanimous.
Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda.  We had no attorney, no report.

Engineer’s Report was next on the agenda. 

Bill reported having reviewed business account usage for water to revise current sewer charges per month.  Determination has been made an increase to charges for Chatters, Trusses, and Sunset Carwash is necessary.  There was discussion whether the carwash water usage for December through February, should be used since it is reasonable to assume more water is used in the summer and the majority goes into the sewer. Bill cited industry standard is to use those months since there typically is no outside water use and it is believed it all goes into the sewer. Further review will be done but for now new charges will be implemented.  Paula made a motion, seconded by John to approve billing adjustments for Chatters, Trusses, and Sunset Carwash.
A mailbox planning meeting was held with developers (Granite Peak & Burridge). Granite Peak feels the proposed mailbox site cost of $70,000 exceeds what is necessary for mailboxes. Lisa referenced a site elsewhere that has boxes on a concrete slab on dirt. The drainage and grading costs seem to be the issue regarding this location.  Following the meeting the developers were going to meet with the Post Office.

Ponderosa III is under construction. Lisa is considering developing the final area in the fall. She is unsure whether to do one or two more phases to reach McMurry Blvd.  Bill suggests accepting one final phase.  There was discussion regarding safety and emergency access, and having the McMurry tie in at Turpin, in place to accommodate new growth.  There was additional discussion regarding whether the Town would contribute to any of the street tie-in construction costs.  Bill will review distance and construction costs before any final decision is made.

Bill asked Council for recommendation for TIP for the next few fiscal years. The 2010 Trails End-Prairie Shoulder Project has been completed, with the exception of approximately $2000 grant money, to be used for continuing the storm sewer drainage  this year.   2011 schedule is Town maintenance of streets, no anticipated grant funds.  The Sunset Shoulder Project will be moved to 2012. 2013 will again be a maintenance year; and 2014 will be the West Side Boulevard-Arterial Design and Construction Project.  Summarily all projects are moved forward one year.

  It was asked why Palomino/south side was not on TIP.  It was explained Palomino will be completed by any contractors constructing on that side of the street. There was also discussion about any grant money being available through Natrona County and there is nothing being discussed at this time.

Crack sealing is complete. 

 Zoning and Planning approved the zone change for Granite Peak to be on the agenda May 4.

There was discussion regarding potholes needing attention around the town. The Mayor or Bill will inform Maintenance of need for repairs.
Next two items on the agenda were first reading of Zoning and Planning Ordinances.
ORDINANCE # 2010-01

Ken made a motion seconded by Paula to approve Ordinance #2010-01 on First Reading.  Motion carried unanimously.
ORDINANCE # 2010-02

 SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS; AND REPLACING WITH 
THE BAR NUNN SUBDIVISION CODE-TITLE 9"
Before calling for a motion for the approval, Mayor Petty pointed out that the only document available this evening is the Street Designs. The Subdivision Regulations, previously reviewed, will be included by next council meeting.  Ken made a motion seconded by Paula to approve Ordinance #2010-02 on First Reading.  Motion carried unanimously.
Parks and Recreation was next on the agenda.  Marianne reported on meetings for March and April (as attached).  She distributed the Agenda for Arbor Day proceedings for Saturday (April 24), and encouraged everyone to attend and participate. Brian Anderson, State Forester will not be able to attend the celebration this year due to a death in his family.  Travis Griffin, from Douglas will be attending in his place.
Marianne reported having been interviewed by Carol Crump of the Casper Journal, about Arbor Day and promoting Bar Nunn.
Jerry acknowledged the letter from Wyoming Forestry and the Governor honoring the Town of Bar Nunn as the state 'Tree City of the Year'. Mayor Petty will be traveling to Cheyenne to accept the award from Governor Fruedenthal, Monday, April 26, 2010.  Anyone who is interested in attending the ceremony is encouraged to attend. Marianne asked for anyone attending to record the proceedings if possible.


There were no petitions and public comments.

Council Miscellaneous was next on the agenda.
