MINUTES OF THE MEETING

TOWN COUNCIL

BAR NUNN, WYOMING
The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, May 18, 2010, 7:00 P.M., 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Paula Stewart, Ken Butler, Josh Brown, and Mayor Petty. John Blase was absent. 
 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Next item on the agenda was the minutes of the May 4, 2010 Council Meeting. Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. Josh seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Financial Reports for April, 2010 were next on the agenda. Paula made a motion to accept the Financial Reports.  Ken seconded and motion was unanimous.
Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda.  We had no attorney, no report.

Engineer’s Report was next on the agenda. Bill reported the final work has been completed on the drainage for Trails End and Prairie Lane Projects. That grant should now be complete.

Work has been started on the East Prairie Lane reconstruction project (between Wardwell Avenue and Arena Street). During the pre-bid meeting there was discussion about concrete instead of asphalt in the construction.  There is less base required and concrete will wear longer than asphalt.  Mayor Petty gave permission to allow concrete instead of asphalt. Work is planned to continue next Wednesday.

Chuck Anderson, Fire Chief gave the Fire Department Report for April, 2010 as attached.
Next item on the agenda was First Reading of Ordinance #2010-03
"ANNUAL APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE (BUDGET) FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2011".  Ken made a motion, seconded by Paula, to accept the ordinance on First Reading.  Motion was unanimous.


Next item on the agenda was Third and Final Reading of  ORDINANCE # 2010-01"AN ORDINANCE REPEALING IN ITS ENTIRETY, TITLE 8, ZONING REGULATIONS; AND REPLACING WITH THE BAR NUNN ZONING CODE-TITLE 8".  Ken made a motion seconded by Paula to adopt Ordinance #2010-01 on Third and Final Reading.  Motion carried unanimously.

Next item on the agenda was Third and Final Reading of  ORDINANCE # 2010-02  "AN ORDINANCE REPEALING IN ITS ENTIRETY, TITLE 9, SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS; AND REPLACING WITH THE BAR NUNN SUBDIVISION CODE-TITLE 9"  Ken made a motion seconded by Josh to adopt Ordinance #2010-02 on Third and Final Reading.  Motion carried unanimously.
Parks and Recreation was next on the agenda. There were only two people at the last meeting and there will be no more scheduled meetings this year.  If Marianne has anything to report she will come to council and report during Petitions and Public Comment.

Petitions and Public comment was next on the agenda.  There were no public comments, however there were several council issues discussed:

Ken said the Fire Department may be doing a breakfast-lunch during Garage Sale Day, he will provide details later.

Ken asked if there have been any reports of snakes in the new construction area - there have been no reports.


Ken asked about progress regarding the proposed mailbox area - there is none. Discussion is reportedly ongoing, and Matt/WLC is now to be involved.

The Wyoming Community Gas money, will be used as part of the street striping (bike lane), since there is no plan for installation of lights at the end of Unity Park at this time. The striping is on hold until better weather.

Ken revisited the McMurry Extension issue. There is no plan by the town to participate in the extension at this time. Further development of the area north of Ponderosa III would not be allowed until the road issue was resolved. 

Council Miscellaneous was next on the agenda. Mayor Petty reported:


There will be a Budget Work Session following tonight's Council Meeting.


Mayor Petty will be talking to Maintenance about a Temp to do weed-eating for the summer.


The second flag pole has been replaced.
There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Paula made a motion to adjourn. Ken seconded and motion carried.
