MINUTES OF THE MEETING

TOWN COUNCIL

BAR NUNN, WYOMING
The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, June 15, 2010, 7:00 P.M., 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carol Pendley, Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were John Blase, Paula Stewart, Ken Butler, Josh Brown, and Mayor Petty. 
 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Next item on the agenda was the minutes of the June 1, 2010 Council Meeting. Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. Josh seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Financial Reports for May, 2010 were next on the agenda. Paula made a motion to accept the Financial Reports.  Josh seconded and motion was unanimous.
Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda.  We had no attorney, no report.

Engineer’s Report was next on the agenda. Bill has corresponded with Rich via e-mail about extending the walk and putting in lighting (new mailbox area proposed by Rich). Response from Rich was the paths and lights were Town's responsibility during all conversations regarding same. 

Bill asked Chuck Johnson if he wanted to report on the street striping at this time.  Chuck reported patching has been completed to accommodate striping. Center striping layout has been done for Prairie, and Antelope from Salt Creek to McMurry.  A narrow bike path southern end Prairie to Arena.  The apron will be cleaned up to allow bicycle traffic in that area as well. Fog lines and center lines are laid from Salt Creek in.  A six foot bike path ties in to the North end of Antelope, extending down South side of McMurry Blvd. to Tonkawa. The eight foot parking lane on the West side of Antelope  was extended North to McMurry.  Center line striping will extend West to East on McMurry Blvd. to Salt Creek. Striping may start on Wednesday.

Chuck further reported the (2) street lights on Prairie Lane are under construction. The conduit is in and awaiting Rocky Mountain Power inspection. Then Rocky Mountain will be installing the lights.

Next items on the agenda were Ordinances:


Third and Final reading Ordinance #2010-03 "ANNUAL APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE (BUDGET) FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2011".  Paula made a motion to adopt the Budget Ordinance on Third and Final reading.  John seconded and motion was unanimous.

Emergency Ordinance - "Ordinance #2010 -04 "AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE AMENDING AND ADDING TO CERTAIN PORTIONS OF SUBDIVISION CODE - TITLE 9 - SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS" .  Paula made a motion to adopt the Emergency Subdivision Ordinance on First and Final reading.  John seconded and motion was unanimous.


Next items on the agenda were Resolutions:

Resolution # 2010-09 "A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE AUTHORITY OF BAR NUNN, WYOMING TO SET A ZONING AND PLANNING REVIEW FEE RATE" .  Josh made a motion to adopt the resolution, seconded by Paula.  Motion was unanimous.

Resolution #2010-10 "A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE AUTHORITY OF BAR NUNN, WYOMING TO SET SUBDIVISION RECORDING FEES" .  Ken made a motion seconded by Paula, to adopt the resolution.  Motion was unanimous. 

Resolution #2010-11 " A RESOLUTION REPLACING EXISTING RESOLUTION #2009-09 AUTHORIZING THE TOWN OF BAR NUNN, WYOMING TO ADOPT THE REVISIONS OF THE WYOMING SUPREME COURT PERTAINING TO THE ORDER ADOPTING THE REVISED UNIFORM BAIL AND FORFEITURE SCHEDULES"  including, "ORDER ADOPTING AMENDMENTS TO THE RULES FOR FEES AND COSTS FOR MUNICIPAL COURTS" . Ken made a motion to adopt the resolution. Paula seconded and motion was unanimous. 

Resolution #2010-12 "A RESOLUTION AMENDING BUDGET INCOME AND EXPENSES FOR UNEXPECTED INCOME AND EXPENSES FOR FISCAL YEAR 2009-2010 PER WYOMING STATUTES #16-4-112 THROUGH #16-4-114. John made a motion, seconded by Paula, to adopt the resolution.  Motion was unanimous.     

Petitions and Public comment was next on the agenda.  There were none.

Council Miscellaneous was next on the agenda. Mayor Petty reported first item for consideration is the write-off of old uncollectible accounts extending back nearly 20 years.  Total write-off requested is $4327.47. Ken moved to write-off the uncollectible accounts, seconded by John.  Motion was unanimous.


  Audit Review for the Town will be August 11 and August 12.  Fire Department records are required to be reviewed this year since they operate under the same Federal ID as part of the Town. Fire Chief Anderson has been notified.

  Mayana Anderson, WLC, will be out tomorrow to meet with Carol, Bill, and possibly Jack to again review the Zoning and Subdivision Ordinances.


  An ' info-gram' has been received from the Denver Regional Census Office stating the 'state apportioned census figures for 2010 are to made available by December 31, 2010.'


  Mayor reported a summer temp has been hired to weed eat and is working out well.


  Casper Ghost Baseball Team plays their first game June 21st.


  Josh asked about weeding of the tennis courts.  Chuck Johnson said he will see it gets done. 

  Josh asked about process for weeds and tall grass violations. 


  Ken asked if there had been any feedback about how the weather effected Garage Sale Day last Saturday.  General opinion was there were less sales, but those selling said they had good sales.

There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Ken made a motion to adjourn. Paula seconded and motion carried.
