MINUTES OF THE MEETING
TOWN COUNCIL
BAR NUNN, WYOMING

The regular meeting of the Town Council of Bar Nunn was held on Tuesday, July 20, 2010, 7:00 P.M., at 4820 N. Wardwell Industrial Avenue, Bar Nunn, Wyoming.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jerry Petty.

The roll was taken by Carisa Hensley, Deputy/Clerk Treasurer.  Those present were Paula Stewart, Josh Brown, Mayor Petty, Ken Butler, and John Blase.

 Mayor Petty led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Next item on the agenda was the minutes of the July 6, 2010, Council Meeting.  Paula made a motion to accept the minutes. John seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Financial Reports for the month of June, 2010, was next.  Paula made a motion, seconded by Josh to accept the Financial Reports for June, 2010.  Motion was unanimous.

Next item on the agenda was Resolution #2010-13:  "A RESOLUTION REPEALING AND REPLACING, IN TOTAL, RESOLUTION #2010-12, AMENDING BUDGET INCOME AND EXPENSES TO BE IN COMPLIANCE WITH WYOMING STATE STATUTES #16-4-112 THROUGH #16-4-114".  There being no discuss Paula made a motion, seconded by Josh, to adopt the resolution.  Motion was unanimous.   

Attorney’s Report was next on the agenda. There was no attorney present and no report given.

Engineering Report was next on the agenda. Bill Johnston reported that there is an upcoming Smart Growth Conference sponsored by the Metropolitan Planning Organization of July 28th at the Casper Events Center.  The council members received flyers on the conference and Paula Stewart mentioned she would be attending and Bill stated he would be attending.  Next Bill discussed two attention items concerning the new Ponderosa III subdivision.  
First, WLC engineering became aware of a discrepancy that occurred in the placing of a surveying stake, which resulted in a 3 inch difference between the surveyed engineered design and the actual installation, Bill reviewed the site with WLC and agreed that the 3inch difference would not present a detrimental impact in its current state, compared to tearing the curb and gutter out and rebuilding it.  The second issue was a drainage issue for the new property lots to be constructed on the North side of Tipton.  It seems the lots developed in Ponderosa II currently located on Tipton Street were designed so drainage from the back of the lot would flow to the front.  However, due to builders altering the lots, the drainage does not flow to the front.  Therefore, drainage from the new construction on Ponderosa III could flow into the Ponderosa II lots and have a negative effect.  In order to divert the runoff from the property, WLC has proposed to design a retainage wall and drainage channel system.  Bill concurs that the design is a workable solution to the issue.  He also mentioned the Town should secure property easements for the drainage channel to prevent any specific property owners from constructing blockages in the channel area.  Bill then asked the council about a request from the contractor who will be placing the top lift of pavement on the roads of Ponderosa III.  The contractor has asked for the preliminary walk thru inspection of the roads.  This inspection would begin the 18 month warranty period on the roads and be prior to the installation of the dry utilities (i.e. cable, phone, gas and electric…).  This would allow the town the ability to differentiate between the work of the street contractor and the work of private contractors and builders, installing dry utilities from the roadway into the properties.  In the event the private contractors cause damages it would be clear who would be responsible for the repairs.  Ken Butler mentioned that warranty periods normally began after the roads were complete and this request is starting the warranty period early.  Bill said this is correct, but this is not uncommon practice, and would provide a benefit of distinction between the private builders and the developers’ responsibility, it also builds a good working relationship with the developer.  Bill’s position was that this would be a good course of action and the warranty period of 18 months would get the use of the road through several seasons (i.e. fall, winter, spring …) therefore if something was going to fail the town would be aware of the situation and get it corrected.  Paula Stewart asked what the warranty period was for McMurry #1 Subdivision; Bill responded that he believes it was 12 months.  Warranty periods for subdivision were originally for 12 months, now this has increased to18 months.  Warranty periods are established in each Subdivision agreement.  Josh mentioned this early start of warranty could be setting a precedent, Bill responded he believed the warranty period was started at the same point for Ponderosa II, and this accommodation to the developers benefits both parties.  

Next in his report Bill mentioned that the zoning and planning committee was approached from a company that wanted to build a Kenworth Truck Service on property adjoining the property of the Baptist Church and the storage area.  Also, the Vista Hills Developer has decided to have WLC Engineering conduct the drainage study, instead of CEPI Engineering.  Bill is hoping that the study would be soon available for his review.  

His final note was to mention the letter received from Mayana Anderson of WLC Engineering.  In this letter Mayana presents her fees for services to the Town in converting their current land use map designations into the MPO Comprehensive Plan.  Bill stated he is in favor of having Mayana convert the town’s map, as she has more experience in the area of planning and is currently servicing other Towns for this same purpose.  There was some discussion from the council on the differences between the designations of MPO and Bar Nunn’s Land Use Map.  Also, there were some concerns regarding the county’s request, due to the absence of a county planner, for Bar Nunn to cover the costs of establishing the land use for the Wardwell area.  Mayor Petty and council decided that they needed more clarification before a decision could be made.  Jerry then asked Bill Johnston to invite Mayana to a council meeting so the council could discuss the proposal with her.  The Mayor then moved onto the next item on the agenda.

Petitions and Public comment was next on the agenda.  Randy Dirks, who resides at 4426 Antelope Drive, came forward to address the council as a representative of several families present at the council meeting.  Mr. Dirks stated that this group of homeowners resides on Antelope Drive and within a two block area there were close to 20 children playing and residing there.  Due to this concentration of children, and the fact that Antelope Drive is a main artery into town with a speed limit of 30 mph, the parents quickly became aware there was not a safe location for the children to cross the street into the park.  So, Randy presented a request for the council to provide a marked crosswalk for pedestrians.  Also, to help drivers become more aware of the small children playing in the area they are also requesting signage with “Caution children at play” be placed near the area and their final request was for the Town to provide some updated playground equipment as the current wood equipment is worn, causing splinter injury and there is also broken pieces of play equipment.   The Mayor said he would discuss the crosswalk and signs with the maintenance crew.  Bill Johnston, said he would discuss the crosswalk placement with, Joe Henderson, Traffic Engineer, who conducted our recent traffic study.  Jerry Petty then mentioned the issue of playground equipment is dependent on funding and a typical project for the parks & recreation committee.  He thanked Mr. Dirks and the families present for coming to the council and discussing their concerns and upon further research would be happy to contact Mr. Randy Dirks with his findings.  

Brett Benham, a representative from, Mountain West Telephone, address the council.  Brett was present at the July 15th Zoning and Planning meeting where he discussed the proposal of providing telephone and high speed internet services to residents of Bar Nunn.  Brett gave each council member a copy of the tower location map, the map was drawn up under the direction received by zoning and planning.  The zoning committee felt the best location would be next to the Maintenance Shop on the Town Hall property.  Brett further described the unlimited broadband services and service fees for area residents.  He also shared company history and information.  Mr. Benham was seeking council permission to erect the tower on the agreed upon site and felt a trade agreement could be made with the Town of Bar Nunn and Mountain West Telephone.  This agreement could incorporate free services provided for town administration in exchange for the use of the land.  Council member, Ken Butler, then asked what if the town did not want to have their services covered by Mountain West Telephone.  Bret said under that situation the Town would place a monetary value that could be charged to Mountain West Telephone for the use of the land.  Ken then asked what if the town council did not wish to approve their request.  Mr. Benham then stated the company would solicit other locations with other local area businesses, but Mountain West Telephone initially hoped to work with the Town. There was a short discussion on the tower construction, maintenance and service area.  Council member, Ken Butler made a motion to allow Mountain West Telephone permission to erect a service tower on the property of the Town of Bar Nunn and enter into an agreement for use of land.  John Blase seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  Jerry Petty then stated the town attorney, Charles Chapin, would now be responsible for working with Mountain West Telephone in writing the trade agreement.  

Next, Fire Chief, Charles Anderson, came before the council to submit the results of the solicitation for bids on a new truck for the fire department.  This truck will be replacing the older Suburban that will be sold.  Chuck stated there were two bids received, one from Greiner Ford and another from Freemont Motors.  Greiner Ford’s bid of $39,610 came in lower than Freemont’s Motor bid of $39, 351 (rounded to nearest dollar) by $259.  Chuck recommended the acceptance of the Greiner Ford bid.  He stated it would take about four months before the department received the completed truck, due to LED bar and Wyolink radio installation.  The bid came in lower than what was budgeted.  John Blase made a motion to accept the Greiner Ford bid for ¾ ton truck, seconded by Paula Stewart, motion passed.   
There being no further public petition, the Mayor called for the next agenda item, Council Miscellaneous.  Ken Butler stated he wanted to reiterate his support for the idea of putting a crosswalk on Antelope Drive for the use of Bar Nunn pedestrians accessing the park.  There was a short discussion on crosswalk location on corners versus placement on the middle of a street.  Ken also stated that since there was discussion on updating signage, he would like to see signage near the fire hall that warned of exiting emergency vehicles.  

There being no further business to come before the council at this time, John made a motion to adjourn. Paula seconded. Motion carried.
